Hand carved by Joe Hauger

“Comfort Bird, Spoon & Bowl” 
I carved the spoon and bowl depicted 

on the cover from fresh cut birch. 
Carving wood while “green” is a 
traditional Nordic carving practice 
called “sloyd” which in Swedish 
means something like “clever 
handcraft.” The spoon’s handle 

pattern is burned in after the wood 
dries. 

I carved the perched bird from a block 
of olivewood. These smooth and 
shiny “comfort” or “worry birds” are 

meant to be comforting to hold 
in the hand and are a nice way 
to show off the wood grain. 
The antique gold color of the 
print reminds me both of the 

natural color of wood and the 
golden colors of fall.

“Comfort Bird, Spoon & Bowl” 
I carved the spoon and bowl depicted 

on the cover from fresh cut birch. 
Carving wood while “green” is a 
traditional Nordic carving practice 
called “sloyd” which in Swedish 
means something like “clever 
handcraft.” The spoon’s handle 

pattern is burned in after the wood 
dries. 

I carved the perched bird from a block 
of olivewood. These smooth and 
shiny “comfort” or “worry birds” are 

meant to be comforting to hold 
in the hand and are a nice way 
to show off the wood grain. 
The antique gold color of the 
print reminds me both of the 

natural color of wood and the 
golden colors of fall.

pattern is burned in after the wood 
dries. 

I carved the perched bird from a block 
of olivewood. These smooth and 
shiny “comfort” or “worry birds” are 

meant to be comforting to hold 
in the hand and are a nice way 
to show off the wood grain. 
The antique gold color of the 
print reminds me both of the 

natural color of wood and the 
golden colors of fall.
